The competition may be restricted to 64 couples, who will go out at intervals
of eight minutes. In the event of the entries received exceeding this figure, the
Committee reserves the right to reduce the number to the stated limit by
eliminating a sufficient number having the higher handicaps, and thereafter by
ballot. In the event of insufficient number of entries received, the Committee
reserve the right to accept late entries at their discretion.

Starting times will be posted to those competitors whose entries have been
accepted. Competitors who are eliminated (see 4 above) will be notified.

No competitors may receive more than one prize. All prize winners must hold
anactive handicap.

Competitors will be made temporary Hon. Members of the Club for the day of
the event.

All disputes shall be settled by the Competitions Committee, whose decision
shall be final. In the event of a tie, the Rules of the Lancashire Union of Golf
Clubs shall apply.

The use of a distance measuring device is permitted for this competition.

The Club reserves the right to refuse any entry without specifying a reason.
